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	Aims and Objectives
	The main objective of this course is to analyze and compare the private law between the countries that have a huge influence on private law in the world. The course aims to analyse and compare the private law of Western Europe (France, Germany, Austria), Romanic private law in countries outside the European continent (Japan, Russia, China), and private law in the countries that pertain to the common-law system such as (English and American Law) students to the object of obligations and types of obligations. 
The other objective is to analyze the similarities and differences of main legal systems in the world and expose students to information regarding the international legal system. In the light of the internationalization of legal sources, the expansion of knowledge in the private law of other systems will assist students in analyzing the legal mechanisms applicable in different systems.
The course aims to enable students to understand how they can fill the national gaps by employing various interpretations of private law of other countries.
