2. Enhance the ability to effectively represent clients in simulated criminal cases by navigating legal procedures, building persuasive legal arguments, and engaging in negotiations;

3. Develop negotiation and communication skills for successful client representation, including the ability to articulate legal positions persuasively and engage in constructive dialogue;

4. Acquire competence in navigating legal procedures, including court protocols, document filing, and adherence to timelines and deadlines.
